EtOUCH 10.14.08 “Paint your future with your words.”  

This phrase was part of a message by Marilyn Hickey about God’s Plan for your family.  This was a 2 part DVD series that we watched at our Wow Breakfasts (Women of Westview) these past two months.  I’ve attached the notes from these two messages.  The notes are several pages long, but They are powerful and I hope you’ll print them off and stick them in your car or purse or somewhere you can read them when you have a spare moment.  And feel free to forward them to others that you know could use the freedom that these two messages contain.  

I’ve always dreamed of being a painter.  Every year there is a time when as I drive to the church, a grove of trees on the west side of 183 By-Pass and 27th street are covered with ice.  It is a breathtaking site and I always wish that I was a painter. other scenes that takes my breath away are looking up to the sky in a grove of aspens, the brilliant colors of fall in new England,  waving golden wheat fields, and a city’s Christmas lights.  If only I could paint. 

The concept of painting my future with my words has captured my imagination.  I know that the words we speak are creative, just like our heavenly father’s words were creative.  Imagine with me.  What if it were true (and it is!!!) that we could paint our future with our words.  

The key to this magnificent creation is painting with the words of God.  Planting these words deep in our heart, meditating on them to sprout belief, and speaking them out in faith Is the process of painting our future.

Today I just want to share a few passages from Psalms out of The Message.  They are pictures of things I want to paint into my future.  

From The Message: 

Psalm 18 1-2 I love you, God—you make me strong.  You are a bedrock under my feet, the castle in which I live, my rescuing knight.  My God, You are the high crag where I run for dear life, hiding behind the boulders, safe in the granite hideout.  I sing to God, the Praise-Lofty, and find myself safe and saved. 
My future is safe. My rescuing knight hides me in safety and makes me strong. 
Ephesians 1: 4-5 Long before He laid down earth’s foundations, he had me in mind, had settled on me as the focus of his love, to be made whole and holy by His love.  

My future is secure. God loves me.  He had me in mind as the focus of his love so he can make me whole and holy by his love. 

Ephesians 3:20-21 God can do anything, you know—far more than you could ever imagine or guess or request in your wildest dreams!  He does it not by pushing us around but by working within us, his Spirit deeply and gently within us. 

Nothing is impossible in my future.  God can do anything by working within me, deeply and gently by His spirit. 
John 15:5 I am the Vine, you are the branches.  When you’re joined with me and I with you, the relation intimate and organic, the harvest is sure to be abundant.  Separated, you can’t produce a thing. 

My future is abundant.  When my relationship with Him is intimate (close and daily)  and organic (natural). My harvest is abundant, but apart from him I’m unproductive.  

Isaiah 54:13 All your children will have God for their teacher—what a mentor for your children!

You'll be built solid, grounded in righteousness, far from any trouble—nothing to fear! far from terror—it won't even come close!
My children and grandchildren’s future is protected.  They are far from fear, terror or attack.
