ETouch 11.18.08  Reign
Okay, I’m going to confess a fault of mine.  Some of you may be able to relate.  Sometimes my mind runs away on me like a speeding locomotive—like a line of dominos –like---------well, you get the picture.  If I follow that trail I’ll never get back to writing this lesson.  I can think of two times during my school life that my thoughts wouldn’t even let me go to sleep. 

When I was in the 3rd or 4th grade my teacher gave us an assignment to see who could come up with the longest list of homonyms.  Homonyms: Two words that sound alike and may even be spelled alike but have different meanings, such as ant (meaning a small insect) and Aunt (Meaning a relative.)
She didn’t know what she had started in my brain.  Didn’t she know that I had to win that contest.  Didn’t she know that when I put my head on my pillow at night that my mind would start at the beginning of the alphabet and phonetically search for homonyms.  A. Ant.  Aunt.  B. Be. Bee.  Anyway, you get the picture.  I hope I haven’t set off a runaway train for you, too, but if you want to see a list of homonyms, do a search sometime.  I love words and that was the start of a lifetime adventure. 

The second time this process ran away for me was in high school when I was learning to type.  For weeks when I went to bed, every thought I had made my brain type out the spelling of each word.  Whoa.  Lord (L O R d) Help (H e l P )------Don’t want to get that started again!  

Before I let you in on all my little brain pattern processes, let’s get to today’s lesson.  Sunday I shared three lines from three Psalms that contained the word Reign.  It triggered these next three lessons by reminding me of the HOMONYMS: Reign, Rein, and Rain.  So hold on to your brains and let’s dive into
word #1: REIGN.
The period during which a sovereign occupies the throne; royal rule or authority; dominating power or influence; to have control, rule or influence of any kind
I couldn’t believe how many references there were to the word reign.  Kings (well duh!)  and Chronicles were full of them.  
Let’s start with Exodus 15:18: The Lord will reign forever and ever. 
This kind of says it all!  I hadn’t noticed until today that Reign is found in the word Sovereign.  Way to go, Lightning, as my husband would say.  But then, we knew that God was a royal ruler; our authority.  

But do you remember that he gave us His authority to rule and reign?  Interesting!  Just a thought.
