I had never seen this display before and immediately I knew that God had placed this item in WalMart just for me.  A DVD with burning fireplace and background Christmas carols on piano.  We removed our fireplace several years ago and on cold winter days I really miss it.  I closed my eyes there in the aisle and imagined how relaxing sitting by the fireside with Christmas music would be again.  Okay, I’m buying that one for me!  Into the cart it went.  

I love how the Holy Spirit puts things together.  This afternoon a friend sent me an email with the following quote.  She had seen it stenciled on someone’s wall.   "Faith is when you close your eyes and open your heart."
At this time of the year, we need to open our heart to our wonderful savior and close our eyes to those distractions around us.  Take some quiet moments and just “Be still and Know” that He is God.  

John 1:14 says, The Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us.  We have seen His glory, the Glory of the one and only Son, who came from the Father, full of grace and truth.

The Message: The Word became flesh and blood, and moved into the neighborhood. We saw the glory with our own eyes, the one-of-a-kind glory, like Father, like Son, Generous inside and out, true from start to finish.
“Be still and Know.   There are perhaps no two more powerful words than the words "I know."
I know what you're going through.  I know what it is like.  I know how you are feeling. I know.

We all long to hear those words, don’t we? We all long to believe that there is someone, anyone, who knows what it is like - who knows what we are going through. When you find that certain someone who does know what it is like, doesn't it seem to change everything?
Realize this Christmas that some two thousand years ago in that little town of Bethlehem, God did something radical.  Rather than just offering a voice of concern to a weary world, God did something beyond what anyone could have ever dreamed or imagined. 

In Jesus, the Word, the voice, comes to dwell among us.

In His Birth, His incarnation, we celebrate the reality that God knows and cares enough about people that He chose to dwell among us in a very physical and present sort of way. The unseen God of Israel was now the seen God. The invisible made visible.
