ETouch 12.2.08  Rain
I love to listen to it rain, walk in the rain, smell the rain.  We used to live in a mobile home when we were first married and the sound of rain on that tin roof was music to my ears.  One of my favorite songs was even about rain: “Listen to the rhythym of the falling rain…”  Rain is so cleansing! 

Today’s lesson is the final one in our study of the three homonyms: Reign, Rein, and Rain.  

· Our God Reigns. He is sovereign. And He gave us authority to rule and reign  here as His ambassadors.

· As we accept Christ into our life and acknowledge Him as Lord, we then allow the Holy Spirit to rein in some areas in our lives.

· And it follows then that if God reigns and reins in our lives, He will also rain into our lives.

What kind of things can God rain?

Genesis 2:5 tells of a time before God sent rain.  There were no shrubs or plants that had sprung up on the earth “for the Lord God had not sent rain on the earth…”

Shortly after that in Genesis 19:24 the rain fell on the earth for forty days and forty nights.   

Today I just want to focus in on a few scriptures about what God rains down on us and then I’m going to give you a little assignment. 

Deuteronomy 32:1-3 The Song of Moses

Listen, Heavens, I have something to tell you. Attention, Earth, I've got a mouth full of words. My teaching, let it fall like a gentle rain, my words arrive like morning dew, Like a sprinkling rain on new grass, like spring showers on the garden. For it's God's Name I'm preaching— respond to the greatness of our God!
God is so faithful to rain down His words in teaching.  Let’s be thankful today for the abundance of good teaching about the Word of God!  It is so refreshing.  Take time to listen to the rhythm of the teaching that is falling down like rain. 
Proverbs 16:15 says that When the king smiles, there is life;
his favor refreshes like a spring rain.  God rains down favor on us.  Take time to listen to the rhythm of Favor that is falling down like rain. 

Isaiah 45:8 says “You heavens above, rain down righteousness; let the clouds shower it down.  Let the earth open wide, let salvation spring up, let righteousness grow with it.  I the Lord have created it.”  Our God, who reigns, and reins now rains righteousness into our lives.  Listen to the rhythm of righteousness falling down like rain into your life.  Righteousness is right standing with our Father, so that you can go into His presences without any sense of shame, guilt, or condemnation.  Soak that righteousness in today.  He sends it, He rains it down on you. 

And finally, Isaiah 55:10-11

As the rain and the snow come down from heaven, and do not return to it  without watering the earth and making it bud and flourish,  so that it yields seed for the sower and bread for the eater, so is my word that goes out from my mouth:  It will not return to me empty, but will accomplish what I desire and achieve the purpose for which I sent it.”
Message
So will the words that come out of my mouth 
   not come back empty-handed.
They'll do the work I sent them to do, 
   they'll complete the assignment I gave them.
God is raining down His Word.  As we receive it and speak it out our own mouths, it won’t return to him void or empty.  It will accomplish what he desired to achieve.  Those words that He Rains down on us, spoken out our mouths, will not go back to Him empty-handed.  They will do the work he sent them to do.  They will complete the assignment He gave them. 
So listen to the rhythm of the Words He is raining down on you today.  Put them in your heart.  Speak them out of your mouth.  Let them complete their assignment.
