“And her fairy godmother waved the magic wand and granted her the wish.”  How our hearts yearn for our wishes to be granted.  Where is that magic wand when we need it?  And who couldn’t use a prince charming now and then.  
Even though life is not a fairy tale, we have a relationship with the greatest prince charming of them all.  Our Lord Jesus Christ, The King of Kings, and Lord of Lords.  The Prince of Peace.  

Today, let’s step out of fairy tale world and carefully look at what precious things have been bestowed upon us by our wonderful Prince of Peace.  

“G” is for Grant
Among the meanings for the verb grant are: 

· to bestow or confer, esp. by a formal act
· to give or accord
· to agree or accede to: to grant a request
· to transfer or convey,
We should look in God’s Word to see if there are any things that he has granted unto us.  These would indeed be worth studying since there are no fairy godmothers in our lives.  These would also be worth studying to make sure we are not neglecting to enjoy any of the things he has so graciously granted to us.  

Today I am only going to list a few:

Psalm 85:7 Show us Your mercy and loving-kindness, O Lord, and grant us Your salvation.

How could I have a bad day when my Prince of Peace has not only shown me His mercy and loving-kindness, but has granted me His SALVATION!

Proverbs 10:24 The thing a wicked man fears shall come upon him, but the desire of the [uncompromisingly] righteous shall be granted.  
If I can walk uncompromisingly in the righteousness that was paid for by the blood of Christ, my desires shall be granted.  I can’t walk in my own righteousness, because it is as filthy rags.  It will never measure up.  But I can put on the robe of righteousness from my Prince, wrap myself in right standing with him, and ask for the desires of my heart. 

Acts 4:29 And now, Lord, observe their threats and grant to Your bond servants [full freedom] to declare Your message fearlessly,

So many times our lives are staggering from threats that we observe, whether real or imagined.  We shouldn’t look at the circumstances which threaten us, but as this verse says ask the Lord to observe their threats and grant us full freedom to declare his word fearlessly.  God watches over His word to perform it!  Speak it fearlessly!

Romans 15:5 

Amp: Now may the God Who gives the power of patient endurance (steadfastness) and Who supplies encouragement, grant you to live in such mutual harmony and such full sympathy with one another, in accord with Christ Jesus,

Message: 5-6 May our dependably steady and warmly personal God develop maturity in you so that you get along with each other as well as Jesus gets along with us all. Then we'll be a choir—not our voices only, but our very lives singing in harmony in a stunning anthem to the God and Father of our Master Jesus!
