I can’t remember all of the words to this song by Janny Grines from early on in my walk with Jesus, so if any of you might still have that old cassette tape, I’d love to copy it.  Any way, the concept of having my feet planted deep in the good, good word brings us to today’s letter e.  
“E is for Established”

Are you established?
I like making wedding plaques for people when they get married.  I usually put what the groom’s name means in the top opening and what the bride’s name means in the bottom opening and in the middle I put the date of their wedding and something like “Oakley Family, Established June 8, 1969” in the middle opening.  You see, this couple has just established a family.  They have put their roots down in the covenant of marriage and have anchored in to the love of God.  
Some of the meanings for the word established are:

· To place or settle in a secure position
· To make firm or secure

· To prove the validity or truth of

Here are three of the scriptures I’d like you to chew on this week concerning being established in the word of God.  These will help you become settled, firm, and secure in truth and it’s validity and proof.  
Eph 3:17 So that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith. And I pray that you, being rooted and established in love, 

Col 1:23 - if you continue in your faith, established and firm, not moved from the hope held out in the gospel. This is the gospel that you heard and that has been proclaimed to every creature under heaven, and of which I, Paul, have become a servant. 

2Pe 1:12 - So I will always remind you of these things, even though you know them and are firmly established in the truth you now have. 

We can become established in:

· Love

· Faith

· Truth
