ETouch 3.11.08 I is for Immediately
Spring ahead.  fall back.  Could we just leave this time thing alone!  Of course the day that we lose an hour of sleep when we set our clocks ahead for this idiotic thing called daylight savings time is not my favorite day of the year.  Can you tell?  Sleep is important to me and early morning is not my favorite time of the day. (unless you count the moments after midnight as the earliest time of the day which in reality is actually the truth)  Do I sound like I’m rambling?  It’s because I lost an hour of sleep!   
For those of you who don’t know me, I’m not a morning person.  In our early years of marriage, my husband, who is an early riser, delighted in singing “Awake, O Sluggard, Arise from the dead” to me as he joyfully got ready in the morning.  He is wiser now! And because of that he is still alive!
So about this time thing.  Timing is a God thing you know.  And His timing is so different from ours.  So many times in our lives we wonder why things take so loooooooooong in the Kingdom of God.  Patience is indeed a virtue, and one that is rare in our times.  I am currently practicing my patience with the medical profession who also seem to operate on another time zone than I do.  My father is waiting for a decision from an ortho surgeon regarding some relief for back pain that is currently preventing him from walking any distance at all.  We’ve waited a week to hear about the results of an mri and none of us are doing well in this waiting mode.  

As I meditated on Time our word for this week surfaced: 

“I” is for Immediately

I think to counter the attack of the enemy on our patience, we should put ourselves in remembrance of the many times in scripture that God acted immediately.

Matthew 8:3
Jesus reached out his hand and touched the man. "I am willing," he said. "Be clean!" Immediately he was cured of his leprosy. 
Matthew 14:27
But Jesus immediately said to them: "Take courage! It is I. Don't be afraid." 
Matthew 14:31
Immediately Jesus reached out his hand and caught him. "You of little faith," he said, "why did you doubt?" 
Matthew 20:34
Jesus had compassion on them and touched their eyes. Immediately they received their sight and followed him. Matthew 21:19
Seeing a fig tree by the road, he went up to it but found nothing on it except leaves. Then he said to it, "May you never bear fruit again!" Immediately the tree withered. Mark 5:29
Immediately her bleeding stopped and she felt in her body that she was freed from her suffering. 
Mark 5:42
Immediately the girl stood up and walked around (she was twelve years old). At this they were completely astonished.

These are just a few of the scriptures that tell of immediate results.  Determine to remember these scriptures as things in your life seem to take too long.  Remember that your words have great power (See Matthew 21:19)  Speak to those problems and command them to cease.  God is there with all of His power.  It is available immediately when we call on Him.  Spring ahead into His Word and Fall back into His arms and trust Him to help you through whatever you are facing.
