ETouch 6.10.08 S is for Settled
What a wealth of words begin with the letter S!  I have struggled in my selection process on this letter.  So many words, so little time.  But I finally settled on: 

“S” is for Settled

In reality, I cheated. I found this wonderful scripture that includes three of my favorite “s” words.  I will elaborate on the word “settle”, but I encourage you to investigate the richness of the other two “S” words included in this scripture. 

I Peter 5: 10
But the God of all grace, who hath called us unto his eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after that ye have suffered a while, make you perfect, stablish, strengthen, settle you.
1. To place in a desired state or in order
2. To quiet, calm, or bring to rest

3. To make stable; place in a permanent position

4. To secure

5. Reconcile

6. To sit (literally on a long bench)

 Matthew Henry's Concise Commentary on the Bible concerning this verse says that “Settle signifies to fix upon a sure foundation, and may refer to Him who is the Foundation and Strength of believers. ”

I believe the word Settle is a word that we long for today.  Although I’ve never heard these two Christian songs, the lyrics touched my heart.  I found them in a search for Christian lyrics that included the word Settle. 

The first is a song by Reliant called “When I Go Down”.  The section of lyrics that moved me was: 
If and when I can

Clear myself of this clouded mind

I'll watch myself settle down

Into a place where

Peace can search me out and find

That I'm so ready to be found

Has your mind been clouded?  Settle down in that place where Peace, our Prince of Peace, can search you out and find that you are so ready to be found.  Let Christ Jesus settle you. 

The second song is by Charles Billingsley called “Settle Me Down.”
I find myself so far ahead of you
My minds racing
When I think about all I could do for you
Anticipating

What's beyond the door that leads to tomorrow
Oh my heart is weary, and I feel so uneasy

CHORUS
Settle me now - Don't let me miss this moment
You've got so much to show me
And I know, I know I need you
Settle me now - Oh Lord please draw me closer
Let me feel your presence
Reach beyond my doubt and fear somehow
Oh, settle me now

So here I am longing to know your will
And I keep praying I know you know it's hard to be still
But my heart keeps waiting

You'd think by now I would've learned to just trust you
Oh, but I've been so busy, that's why I'm so uneasy

So many times I have appeared to be the strong one
When deep inside I wanted to run and hide
And Lord I've always looked to you for all the answers
But it seems today I've got a fragile faith

Is Your faith a fragile faith today?  Let Him reach beyond your doubt and fear and settle you now! 
But How can this happen?  Where do we run to Him?  We run to Him in His Word. 
Psalm 119: 89 Forever, O Lord, Your word is settled in heaven [stands firm as the heavens].

God’s Word is fixed, stable, forever settled.  It stands firm.   It stands so firm that we can trust in it to never let us down.  So firm that it can settle all doubts and fears. 

How can you stay in this safe haven, this fortress of faith?  You must continue in His Word. 

Colossians 1:23 And this He will do provided that you continue to stay with and in the faith [in Christ], well-grounded and settled and steadfast, not shifting or moving away from the hope [which rests on and is inspired by] the glad tidings (the Gospel), which you heard and which has been preached ][as being designed for and offered without restrictions] to every person under heaven, and of which [Gospel] I, Paul, became a minister.

Meditate on these scriptures this week and if your appetite is stirred, investigate the words stablish and strengthen.  My prayer is that of 
I Peter 5: 10

But the God of all grace, who hath called us unto his eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after that ye have suffered a while, make you perfect, stablish, strengthen, settle you.
