Volumes have been written about the concept of being wise:

· Magnificent ideas

· Lofty inspirations

· Exceedingly great rewards

Today I’d like to offer you another view on the subject.  My heart has always been drawn to children, to the hearts of the young.  I’m more apt to look at things from a child’s point of view than from that of an adult.  I like small places, small things, small people (children).  Today I want to share with you about wisdom from this viewpoint. I always wanted to write a children’s book about this scripture passage.  Hopefully I can convey to you the powerful, yet simple message from this passage about how wisdom for the ages can come in such small packages.

Proverbs 30:24-28

There are four things which are little on the earth, but they are exceedingly wise: 
· The ants are a people not strong, yet they lay up their food in the summer
· The conies are but a feeble folk, yet they make their houses in the rocks

· The locusts have no king, yet they go forth all of them by bands

· The spider you can seize with your hands, yet it is in kings’ palaces
The lessons we can learn from these small creatures are gigantic.  Let’s look at them in simple wonder.

the ant: The ants are so small and weak, yet their industrious nature and timing amaze us.  We could all learn to work when the conditions are favorable to prepare for times when they are not.  We could build ourselves up on our most holy faith when there is no pressure, so that we have stored resources for future need. Take a lesson from the ant.
The conies: Conies are small rock rabbits.  Their wisdom comes in building their houses in the rocks where they are well guarded.  Their weakness makes them take shelter in a fortified shelter.  Our weakness should also drive us to Him that is Our Rock- that rock that is higher than we are-for shelter and support.  We can make our habitation in the rock of our salvation.

The Locusts: Locusts go forth in bands, as an army in full battle-array.  They observe such good order among themselves.  Our sense of weakness should keep us together that we might strengthen the hands of one another.  The locust show us the importance of the family of God and the wisdom of staying together. 

The spider: Another small insect with great industry.  Just check out the corners in my house!  I loved the movie Charlotte’s Web, although I’m not a big fan of the artistic expression in my home.  Spiders are very ingenious in weaving their webs.  They “take hold with their hands” and spin a fine thread, not only in poor cottages, but in Kings’ palaces.  Difficulties and discouragements may come their way, but they continue on.  They have found a way to be content wherever they live: with little or with much.   

I believe we can learn much of wisdom from these smallest of the animal kingdom.  We can learn

· Prepare while there iS time to do so

· Run to the rock

· Stick together and hold each other up

· Be content and don’t get discouraged
