This ETouch is more of a devotional than a study, but I would love to receive nuggets that you find as you dig into the Word of God on this topic. 

“V” is for Voice
There are so many voices in our lives: Voices that we hear and voices that we don’t hear.  Every person has a voice, a story, a heart, a need.  It is my prayer today that we, as women of God, will learn to tune out the voices that distract and deceive as we open up and yield to the voice of our father’s heart. 

As I began to research this topic I found four interesting and varied quotes about the word voice.  
Women don't want to hear what you think. Women want to hear what they think - in a deeper voice. 
Bill Cosby
I used this quote first because I just thought it was funny.  I love it when my husband agrees with me, but I would much rather he speak the truth to me, even when it hurts.  God gave our husbands to us as gifts.  The choice is up to us: be irritated or inspired?  
I was in my thirteenth year when I heard a voice from God to help me govern my conduct. And the first time I was very much afraid. 
Joan of Arc
How I wish that I had heard the voice of God when I was thirteen.  I know that He was speaking to me, but I rarely listened or even knew that I could.  How could my life have been different had I heard and obeyed?  

Reading about nature is fine, but if a person walks in the woods and listens carefully, he can learn more than what is in books, for they speak with the voice of God. 
George Washington Carver
I truly believe that I first heard the voice of God in a Kansas wheat field, under a cottonwood tree, or on a wooded trail in the mountains.  As a youth I found a peaceful sanctuary in the quiet power of nature.  The Word declares in Luke 19:40 that if we don’t Praise our God the stones would do it for us, shouting praise.
