ETouch 2.24.2009 Easier Said Than Done
Crazy how things fly through your brain!  This morning I couldn’t get this song out of my head.  It’s from way back….way back in the 60’s.  It’s a song called “Easier Said than Done.”  I’ll share some of the lyrics with you later.  I was just meditating on that phrase: “Easier Said than done.”  

We all have areas in our lives that we are trying to improve.  Those of us who are believers ask God for help, for answers, for guidance.  Then we get to make the choice of doing what he shows us to do.  Sometimes that is easier said than done.  I think there was a simple Sunday School song that went, “Hear and Obey, There’s No Better Way!”  

I’m a great starter!  I can be gung-Ho on a project, but I must confess I’m easily distracted.  My biggest issue is completing an assignment.  Now I think they call it “Staying on Task.”  Whatever we call it, sometimes we start out in our zeal and motivation and then we run out of oomph!  Our strength and ability runs out.  What do we do then?  Where do we turn when it’s Easier Said than Done?  It is at this point that we either fail or learn how to Lean on Him. 
1 CORINTHIANS 10:13 The Message
No test or temptation that comes your way is beyond the
course of what others have had to face. All you need to
remember is that God will never let you down; he'll never let you be pushed past your limit; he'll always be there to help you come through it.
All of us have been tempted to lose hope and give up. But we always have a choice: focus on God and stay in faith, or focus on the problem and give up.  Problems -- no matter how huge they seem to us -- are no problem to God. Nothing is too hard, or complicated, for God to
solve. But God wants us to trust Him.

So what should you do when you are being tempted and feel like giving in and giving up?
Let me now share some of the lyrics from that song that keeps running through my head: 

“My friends all tell me 
Go to him, run to him 
Say sweet lovely things to him 
And tell him, he's the one 

Deep in my heart I know it 
But it's so hard to show it 
'Cause it's easier, easier said than done”
Run to Him (That’s the Hard Part!  When we think we’ve failed, it’s easier said than done. But when you mess up, don’t run from Him, Run To Him)  After You’ve run to him, Tell Him that you love Him and that He’s the One. He’ll reassure you of His love for you and give you the strength and determination to continue.  
Just keep your focus on the Lord and rejoice in His faithfulness. Refuse to give up.  Never Never never Quit.  Remember that God cannot lie, and will never fail. God will see you through.
