The term Anno Domini is Medieval Latin, translated as In the year of our Lord.  As I began writing in the beautiful leather journal that my husband gave me for Christmas, I wrote this is the year of our Lord 2009.  Then I felt impressed in my heart to write it again, another way.  This is “Our” Year Lord, 2009.  You and I together.  

One of the things that trips me up more than anything else is trying to do things on my own.  I’m a terrible delegator.  I’ve heard that you want to be in control all the time if you can’t delegate.  I never think of myself as controlling, but I do want the end results to turn out right and I always think I manage to get things there better than having it be done another way.  Wow!  Can’t believe I just said that.  
Sooooooooo, my new year’s resolution is to have this be “Our” year of the Lord.  You and Me, God.  Us together. I can only do so much on my own and then I fall and fail.  But God’s Word promises me that with God all things are possible!  

In the introduction to the new testament in the message bible are these words: 

“But one by one, men and women did beliieve it, believed Jesus was God alive among them and for them.  Soon they would realize that he also lived in them.  To their great surprise they found themselves living in a world where God called all the shots—had the first word on everything; had the last word on everything.  That meant that everything, quite literally every thing, had to be re-centered, re-imagined, and re-thought.”

· Know that Jesus is alive for us.  If God be for us, who can be against us?  

· Know that Jesus is alive in us.  Christ in you, the hope of Glory.  
· Take time daily to pull apart and be with him.  In The Message in Matthew 6 it describes praying with Simplicity.  “Here’s what I want you to do.  Find a quiet, secluded place so you won’t be tempted to role-play before God.  Just be there as simply and honestly as you can manage.  The focus will shift from you to God, and you will begin to sense His grace.”
