ETouch March 10, 2009 Refreshing Rain
How good does that hot shower feel?  There’s just nothing like it.  Refreshing, relaxing, rejuvenating!  It’s like washing off all that is wrong and starting over.

In 1883 a hymn entitled Showers of Blessings was written by Daniel Whittle.  The lyrics are:  

There shall be showers of blessing: This is the promise of love; There shall be seasons refreshing, Sent from the Savior above.

Showers of blessing, Showers of blessing we need:
Mercy drops round us are falling, But for the showers we plead.

There shall be showers of blessing, Precious reviving again; Over the hills and the valleys, Sound of abundance of rain.

There shall be showers of blessing; Send them upon us, O Lord; Grant to us now a refreshing, Come, and now honor Thy Word.

There shall be showers of blessing: Oh, that today they might fall, Now as to God we’re confessing, Now as on Jesus we call!

There shall be showers of blessing, If we but trust and obey; There shall be seasons refreshing, If we let God have His way.
I’m not sure about your neck of the woods (As Weatherman Willard Scott would say)  but right here in western Kansas, we need some of those showers of blessing—LITERALLY!  We need Rain.  There is only one person I know who can do anything about that.  Our Heavenly Father created rain and can give rain.  Let’s ask Him for rain for those parts of our country that need it so badly.
