ETouch October 13, 2009  Acknowledge Him 

This weekend we went to Lazy JT Lodge for a fall church party.  In spite of the freezing temperatures, we had a wonderful time.  I was able to take my parents to see the lodge and they enjoyed the food and fellowship.  As new people came into the room, I introduced them all to my parents.  I was so thankful for the loving hearts of all our church family that spent time visiting and getting to know my parents.  It was fun to watch: My parents and church family sharing things about themselves and growing closer.  This whole process reminded me of the word acknowledge.  All I did was acknowledge my parents, and the art of conversation brought people together.  It made me think about acknowledging Jesus in my life.  Introducing Him to others and watching their closeness grow. 
Proverbs 3:6 
“In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths.”
As we acknowledge what Jesus has done in our lives, even in the art of simple conversation with others, we introduce them to Jesus and He can definitely take it from there.  Think about acknowledging Him with others this week.  In all thy ways: At school, the grocery store, the post office, in everyday conversations.  Watch for opportunities to take that conversation up a level and pray with them to ask Jesus into their heart.  I believe we’ll all be given opportunities if we watch for them. 

This passage also made me realize that I don’t always acknowledge Jesus in every part of my life.  “In ALL THY WAYS.  
In all your ways know, recognize, and acknowledge Him, and He will direct and make straight and plain your paths. 
What do I know about Jesus?  What do I recognize about Him?  How do I acknowledge Him in my everyday life?  I know He is my savior, my Lord, My Healer, My deliverer, My peace, My strength.  I recognize that He is always with me and ready and willing whenever I call on Him.  As I acknowledge Him he directs me; he makes straight and plain my paths.  
Take time this week to ask yourself:

· How do I know Him?

· How do I recognize Him?

· How do I acknowledge Him?

· Am I acknowledging Him in ALL MY WAYS?
